Apologies and Welcome

The Chair welcomed all back after the summer.  There were apologies of absence received and accepted from Cllr Neil Richards (work commitments) and Cllr Kay Hipsey (personal reasons).

Consider Declarations of Interest on Agenda Items and Dispensation There were no declarations of interest.  The Chair had advised that due to working circumstances Cllr Neil Richards had been unable to join the Council meeting again and because of his limited time available he had asked if a resignation should be accepted and wanted a steer on what fellow Councillors felt.  The Chair didn't wish to take his resignation due to his good input into the Parish Council and his knowledge that he brings to the role.  The Chair proposed that the Council grant him a dispensation until November, Cllr James Green seconded, all agreed.

Minutes of the Meeting dated 2 July 2018 and Matters Arising
The minutes of the meeting held on 2 July 2018 were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.  The Chair thanked Cllr Alison Youngs for taking the previous meeting.

Matters Arising: 

There were no matters arising the Clerk advised that she had added any actions to her work sheet to progress.  

134/18  Cllr Martin Storey Update
Cllr Martin Storey was not in attendance.  It was agreed to defer the Draft Community Engagement Statement proposed by Cllr Neil Richards to the November meeting.

135/18 To Discuss Drainage at Campsey Road
The Clerk shared an email from a member of the Flood Risk Team at Norfolk County Council.  The Councillors discussed where the ditch was and using a map indicated by Cllr Crispin Copsey to show where infill had occurred.   Cllr Crispin Copsey advised that it was not the drainage board's area.   The Clerk agreed to share with the Flood Risk Team and advise regarding the position of bungalows.
136/18 To Discuss Playing Fields 
Cllr Alison Youngs carried out an inspection on the playing field and shared the results:

· BMX track tidy - Community Payback scheme to do.

· Bolts needed tightening on igloo.
· Picnic bench - Community Payback Scheme to do.
· Decking Play area - needs removing as broken.
· No soft matting under the tall climbing poles.  Cllr Tina Feltwell advised that when it was refurbished the scaffolding poles were left with no matting.  The Clerk agreed to find costs for wet pour flooring. 

· Lots of trip holes in the play area that needed a shovel of compost.

· Bolts needed tightening on multi area. 

· There were concrete blocks along the fencing near the play area.  It was unclear why they were there whether they were boundary markers.  Cllr Crispin Copsey and Cllr Javey Osler agreed to move.

· The area generally needed weeding.
· Broken dog waste bin sign on entrance to playing field.

· The top of the stones on the plinths as you go into the playing field needed concreting in. Clerk to action repair with contractor asap.
· There was armoured cable sticking out of the ground on the playing field - grounds maintenance to inspect.
· There were dumped goal posts in the playing field that needed removal.

· Fencing in cemetery  - Clerk to write to the owner to fix.

· Cemetery Bell End - path needs weeding and untidy.

· Cemetery Gate - screws out of hinges.  Cllr Crispin Copsey agreed to look at it.
The Southery Parish Council discussed the Church Ruin and the history behind who was responsible.    The Clerk agreed to write to the Borough Council and Diocese and add to the October agenda.
The Clerk agreed to add to the Village Caretaker to the October agenda.  Some of the jobs identified would be pending the Handyman.
137/18 To Consider Cutting of Playing Field Trees
The Clerk shared three quotes with Councillors.  The Chair shared an interest that he had a relative in one the companies who provided a quote and would not be voting.  Cllr Alison Youngs proposed that the Councillors agreed to the cheapest quote, seconded Cllr James Green, 6 in favour and 2 abstained.  
138/18 To Consider Sam 2 Sign Movement

The Clerk explained the emergency installation of the sign in the last month.   This was £20 for the occasion.  The Clerk agreed to speak to Mr Sparkle £20 a month to move the sign as agreed.   Proposed Cllr Crispin Copsey, seconded Cllr Javey Osler, all agreed. 
139/18 To Note: A10 Road Safety - Letter from Cllr Andrew Proctor, Leader of NCC 
The Parish Council had received a response letter in regard to road safety of the northern exit in and out of the village.  The Councillors felt that it was a very poor response to their concerns from the Leader of Norfolk County Council and that he had incorrect details of the accidents that had occurred in the last 6-12 months.    It was felt he hadn't taken the seriousness of accidents that had occurred at the junctions.  The Clerk advised that white lines were still missing at the junctions after reporting.   The Chair asked the Clerk to investigate accident numbers and respond to him with the correct figures.  He advised there had been no accidents in the northern end in the last five years and 1 accident in the last five years.   The Councillors felt their concerns hadn't been taken seriously.  Cllr Roger Whitehead felt that there should be a camera on the road as the cars go so fast you can't see them coming at the junction.  The Clerk agreed to contact the Road Safety Unit at Wymondham and add to the October agenda for further discussion.

140/18 To Consider Commissioning of Annual Church Clock Servicing (S137)
The Clerk shared that Parish Council's had the power to provide a public clock and in Southery's case they .  The commissioning of the Annual Church Clock Servicing was proposed by Cllr Terry Hipsey, seconded by Cllr Javey Osler, all agreed.   The Clerk agreed to get quote for servicing for approval at the October meeting.
141/18 To Discuss Arrangements for Remembrance Sunday/Poppies on Lamp posts

The Clerk agreed to report to UK Power networks the willow tree before remembrance Sunday.   Cllr Tina Feltwell agreed to arrange the wreath and Cllr Roger Whitehead agreed to lay it.  A Parishioner had suggested purchasing poppies that are displayed on lampposts and the Clerk agreed to get costs and email Councillors.  Cllr Crispin Copsey suggested planting a tree on the Werehen from donations.  Cllr Alison Youngs suggested finding out metal work if they could make something in remembrance from a picture.  Cllr Cripsin Copsey and Cllr Annette Osler agreed to research trees to purchase.  The purchase of the wreath was proposed by Cllr Alison Youngs, seconded by Cllr Crispin Copsey, all agreed.  The Clerk agreed to add to next agenda the remembrance tree and lamppost poppies.
142/18 To Consider Projects for Parish Partnership Funding 201920
Cllr Alison Youngs suggested replacement of the bus shelter near the shop.    A Parishioner suggested a hard standing at the top of Feltwell Road where children stop waiting for the school bus, around 15-20 children stood there together with not anywhere safe to stand.  The Clerk agreed to seek information of if possible within the fund and add to the October agenda for approval. 
143/18 To Discuss a Christmas Event and Christmas Tree
Cllr Alison Youngs went to the Summer Carnival and discussed with Swish the Christmas Event and they confirmed they were prepared to work with the Parish Council on an event.  She explained that they arrange the Santa runs in the village, and they wished to have a clear date of an event on the Werehen to tie in with this.  They do the Santa run on the first is 4th December and would like the tree lit the week before around the last week in November.  Cllr Alison Youngs suggested that the Bell ask them to provide refreshments using their mobile and agreed to find out.   Cllr Alison Youngs agreed to switch the lights on and off during evenings.  Cllr Alison agreed to progress and contact the School for involvement of the school children and invite the Church.  The Clerk tried to find out about police assistance to slow traffic down and also about road closure orders.   The Clerk agreed to add to the October agenda.
