Apologies and Welcome
Apologies received and accepted for Cllr Crispin Copsey and Cllr Javey Osler due to work commitments.
18/17
Consider Declarations of Interest on Agenda Items and Dispensation Requests 
Cllr Alison Youngs declared that her employment was a direct competitor with the company that was being proposed for the use of Payroll services and agreed to abstain from discussions and decision.
19/17
Minutes of the Meeting dated 3 July 2017 and Matters Arising
The Clerk read the minutes of the 3 July 2017. The minutes of the meeting held on 3 July 2017 were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Prop: TH, 2nd LP. All in favour.

RESOLVED: 
That the Minutes of the Meeting held on 3 July 2017 were agreed as a true record.

The Council received the following as a Clerk report:

1. Pallets of Bricks on Lynn Road - Clerk reported to Andy Wallace of Highways who advised he had a meeting scheduled there to investigate.  Planning authority didn't respond.

2. Vacancies (x3) advertised for the purposes of Parishioners being able to call an Election within 10 working days.  There was no contact for this by anyone to the Borough Council and therefore these three vacancies are possible for co-option by the Parish Council. 

3. Report of Bleeding Tar on Church Lane.  NCC confirmed that they had notified their team to deal with it.

4. Footpath outside 63 Feltwell Road reported to NCC for repair, they advised they would inspect and programme as necessary.
5. Manhole cover at 51 Feltwell Road reported to NCC for repair, they advised they would inspect and programme as necessary.
6. Exposed meter cover at junction of Lynn Road and Feltwell Road had been reported and had been programmed to be repaired by NCC Highways.

7. Flooding within an area at Upgate Street reported to NCC for resolution. They have advised that the pipe needs cleaning and jetting through and they had past to the area technician.
8. Sign cleaning was to be programmed and done by Highways.

9. Speedwatch area on new website, an appeal for volunteers was placed on it.

10. Police Team were contacted in relation to youths late at night in the village.

And Handyman Update:
1. Bus Shelter (opposite school) - the perspex was broken and the Handyman visited JD Signs for a solution.  They fixed it for free by using an overlay of plastic to the broken area.  Also weeded the bottom of the bus shelter.

2. Weed sprayed agreed areas.  Playing field car park. 

3. Weed sprayed the Cemetery and cemetery footpath from the pub car park. 

4. Weed sprayed the footpath down from the old Church to Feltwell Road and along the old Church wall all the way down to the junction. 

5. The memorial checked as and when instructed + anything else requested.

6. Caretaker repaired tiles in play area as best he could, but will need to consider any further in-depth work needed when next inspection carried out.

7. Oiled playground equipment.

8. Agreed to investigate concrete block left on Lynn Road.

9. Skip on playing field from community event reported to be removed on the field.

Parish Council Vacancies Co-Option 

The Clerk advised that there was one vacancy at the previous meeting instead of two, so the Parish Council agreed to reconfirm the acceptance of Cllr Alison Youngs and Cllr Linda Playford onto the Parish Council.  
The Clerk advised that this left two more vacancies available for the Parish Council to co-opt.  The Clerk agreed to advertise within the Village magazine and the shop.

Audit 2016/17 
The Clerk advised that the External Auditors asked that the Governance Station in Section one of the Audit be completed by the Council.  The Clerk read the sections and the Council confirmed that they were compliant with each section.  The Chair and the Clerk signed the sections within the Audit and the Clerk agreed to return to the External Auditors.

Resolved: 
That the Governance Section is approved and agreed by the Parish Council for return to 


the External Auditors.

Payroll Services by Stevenson Smart for Clerk and Handyman 
The Council received information regarding a proposed agreement with Stevenson Smart in relation to the services of Payroll for the Clerk and the Handyman.  The information advised that for a full payroll bureau services, including auto-enrolment submissions, the minimum charge is around £15 +VAT per month.  This would cover up to two employees and thereafter the charge would increase by £2.50 per payslip and as Chartered Accountants, all their staff were highly trained and the services we provide are to the highest standards. They also carried a high level of PI Insurance cover to protect against any losses you may incur in the unlikely event we get something wrong.
The Parish Council agreed that it provided the Council with better protection. 
Prop: NR, 2nd TH. Six in favour and Cllr Alison Youngs declared an interest and abstained.
Resolved:
That the Parish Council enter into an agreement with Stevenson Smart to be signed by 


the Chair and the Clerk to progress.

Closure of Old Website Approval
The Chair advised that the Clerk had fully updated the website during the last month and all information was carried over from the old one.  The Council agreed to discontinue the use of the old one, and thanks John for his assistance.  It was agreed not to renew the old website.
Resolved:

Joint Councillor Training Places (2x) with Hilgay PC

The Clerk advised that the item had been added to the agenda for discussion.  After discussion the Council agreed that the Human Resources function should as a whole council and this was noted.

Latest Community Police Newsletter, Norfolk Association of Local Council's and 
Community Action Norfolk Newsletter
These newsletters was noted and the Chair explained that as part of working together with the Police the community team frequently sent updates to the Council in the form of a newsletter.   He added that it updated the Council on matters relating to crime, anti-social behaviour and was community liaison with the Parish Council.  The Chair advised that he was a member of the SNAP group (Safer Neighbourhood Action Panel) re-stationed at Downham Market and if there was anything relating to Southery he would be unable to take part but a Councillor could attend to present.
27/17
BCKLWN Election Boundary Review Consultation 
The Chair advised that an email from the Borough Council had been forwarded to all Councillors in respect of the consultation taken place and asked that if any Councils wished to they could redraw suggested boundaries.  Cllr Martin Storey advised that the Borough Council would be meeting to finalise the consultation, but there were not many affected, they were looking to change some wards from 3 seats to 2 of around 2200 residents in each.  He further shared that overall the Borough it would see the removal of eight councillors.  The Council agreed following advice from Cllr Martin Storey that the Denton ward would have very small changes at the suggested electors per ward and it would not be necessary to make a return.

Norfolk Single Issue Silica Sand Review - Main Modifications and Additional Modifications 

The Chair advised that the Borough Council had shared information with the Parish Council but it was noted that Southery were not affected directly.   The Parish Council noted the correspondence.
29/17
Drain at Lynn Road - Cllr Martin Storey 

Cllr Martin Storey advised that he had contacted Andy Wallace, Area Manager for Norfolk County Council Highways and advised that the work had been investigated of what was required and would be included within the financial year but a date was not available at this time, though it was expected to be around September/November. The Clerk agreed to contact Andy to see if he was available for a meeting to discuss this and other issues with Southery Councillors.

Resolved:
1) That the Clerk contact Andy Wallace to arrange a site meeting in Southery about this 


issue and other issues. 



2) That the Clerk inform the parishioner affected by the drain.

Were Hen Update
The Chair advised that the Clerk had used an email from Andrew Davies, Solicitor at Metcalfe Copeman & Pettefar LLP in order to provide the Parish Council with an update and a briefing note.  The Chair advised that Andrew Davies had been awaiting further instructions from the Parish Council.   A plan had been received by the Clerk:

a) Andrew's summary comments were as follows: 

· "I confirm I have emailed the Land Registry to extend further the deadline to respond on the "application" that is in with the Land Registry.  I will advise as to the new date as soon as I have heard from them.  I see no issue though with them extending. 
Resolved: 
That the Parish Council acknowledged this update. 

b)   Red Land

Andrew advised: "This is the area included in your 2014 application for registration that the third party object to as their title includes this section at the moment.  From the visit and the verbal evidence provided to me, especially the fact that there is existing fence and even the NCC Highways marker on the boundary, I believe that you have a great chance of success in persuading the Land Registry that you should have this area within your Title.  I would advice that we fight hard on this area as I believe there is the greatest chance of success".
That the Parish Council at this point agreed to acknowledge this advice.
c) Green Land

Andrew advised: "This land is not "at issue" and should be registered - even if with just "possessory title".  
After discussion the Parish Council agreed to action to register the land as "absolute".

Resolved:
That the Clerk instruct the Solicitor to progress the registration of this land. 

d)   Blue Land

Andrew advised that: "This area could be more of an issue - although the Parish Council felt that this land should be theirs and it had in some way been looked after the Council years ago, I am afraid to say the Land Registry will be much more resistant as it is on the other side of the existing fence - which itself has been up for a good number of years. I am not at all hopeful of success to challenge the current registered.  I believe there was feelings that you should still pursue your ownership and of course we can try our best".
The Chair advised that this was the land to the rear of the Were Hen.  After discussions around the wishes of the parishioners and the fact that the costs of the work could be between £5 - £10k and that the solicitor's advise was that this was less hopeful in registration and the Parish Council agreed it would accept the Solicitor's advise and not pursue.

Resolved:
That the Parish Council will not pursue registration of land marked blue as per 


Solicitor's advise. 

e) Yellow Land    

Andrew advised that "This is the access area/entrance and again is outside the fenced area so my comments are as for the Blue Land.  Most if not all of this area is also appears to be "Highway" and therefore there is nothing the Parish Council can do to stop access over it".
The Chair advised that previous Legal advisors at other Solicitor firms had advised that the Parish Council could look to pursue this land and it was agreed that the Clerk would query with Andrew why this would be the case.  The Chair reminded the Parish Council that the action to pursue this section of land was in favour 8 to 1.  
Prop: TH, 2nd LP.  All in favour.

Resolved: 
That the Clerk clarify advise with Andrew and feedback to the Parish Council at the 

next meeting. 

f)  Andrew advised that "I must remind the Parish Council that most of the Red Land Green Land and Yellow Land appears to be Highway and therefore any party - including a third party can access the land as of right".
The Parish Council queried this advise, the Clerk agreed to contact Andrew and seek clarification. 

Resolved: 
That the Clerk clarify this advise with Andrew. 

g) Andrew advised that "I am aware that the previous village meeting did not have this information that I have provided you and therefore is it appropriate and proper for the Council to pursue matters at taxpayers' expense when there are no guarantees of success for all the Areas involved.  That is of course a decision for the Parish Council to make but it is only right I bring that to the Parish Council's attention again as it would be remiss of me not to".

The Parish Council agreed to acknowledge this note. 
h) Andrew advised that: "I also need to advise you that should this matter go to Tribunal then the likely costs will be between £5,000 to £10,000  and the Parish Council need to budget for that".
The Parish Council agreed to acknowledge this note but no decision was required at this time.

i) Andrew advised that: "Otherwise to pursue matters before the hearing then the Parish Council need to budget say £1,000 to £2,000" .
The Parish Council acknowledged that they needed to made a resolution for this cost.  The Parish Council was in approval of the costs to budget for.

Prop: NR, 2nd TH. Six were in favour and one against.

Resolved:
That the Parish Council will pay fees up to £2k for work relating to solicitor fees required.

j) Andrew advised that: "I would recommend that I have a full and official Highways Extent Search undertaken so we know exactly what is Highway and that I meet again with a couple of the Councillors to prepare Witness Statements that will be needed for the Land Registry".

The Chair advised that the Clerk had checked and the search was included within the fees of £1-£2k quoted for by Andrew.

Prop: NR, 2nd TH. Six were in favour and one against.

Resolved:
That the Parish Council approves for the full and official highways Extent Search to 

be undertaken by Andrew. 

k) Andrew advised that: "Witness Statements or Statements of Truth can only be given by individuals, albeit on behalf of an organisation.  For Parish Councils it is best to be given by the Councillor who has the most information rather than say you as Clerk or the Chairman if they have only recent involvement/knowledge.  Of course that Councillor will be giving that info in their capacity as a Councillor".

The Chair advised that Cllr Javey Osler and Cllr Crispen Copsey had previously provided these and asked that the Clerk request them.  The Clerk agreed to contact them and circulate to the Parish Council for formal approval at the 4 September meeting before they were forwarded to the Solicitor.

Resolved:
That the Clerk will ask Cllr Javey Osler and Cllr Crispen Copsey to provide their 


previous witness statement for formal approval at the 4 September meeting.
l) Andrew advised that "Of course I will act and pursue matters to the best of my ability and in accordance with the Parish Council's instructions".
The Parish Council noted this.

31/17
Working Party for Neighbourhood Plan 
Cllr Neil Richards presented the item he advised that the benefits of creating a plan was it was a legal document that the Borough Planners needed to consider when planning developments within the village to include housing, recreation and business.  The Plan would need to be consulted and voted in by the community.  It was the community's plan and the Parish Council were the facilitator of it.  It would take between 18-24 months to do.  There were three main steps to progress, firstly in agreeing the area which the plan covered; then consultation with all in the affected areas and lastly pull together information for submission to the borough council.  There were lots of Parishes that were doing their own plan and South Wootton had completed the whole process which could be contacted for support.  Cllr Neil Richards shared that the contact at the Borough Council Alex Fradley would be happy to attend a meeting to discuss further.   He further advised that it was necessary to pull together a working party of councillors as the work was in-depth, though it wouldn't make decisions they would be bought to Parish Council meetings.  

Cllr Neil Richards agreed to circulate information to all Councillors and invite Alex Fradley to the next meeting.  Following a query from a Councillor, Cllr Neil Richards confirmed that there were many grants available to assist with the formulation of the plan as you go through the process that at the moment had no deadline.
After discussion the Parish Council agreed that they wished to progress the formation of a Neighbourhood Plan and form a working party to consist of Cllr Neil Richards and the Clerk though it was acknowledged that this would involve extra time required on the hours already in place.   

Prop: NR, 2nd TH. All in favour.

Resolved: 
1) That Cllr Neil Richards circulate information to the Parish Council.



2) That once information considered Parish Councillors consider membership on the 


committee of at least three, for agenda at the next meeting.


3) That Cllr Neil Richards invite Alex Fradley to either meetings in September as available 

as part of an open meeting.

Tree Locations for Tree Management Survey 

The Chair advised that the Clerk had received enquiries relating to trees on the playing field and it was suggested that the Parish Council commission a Tree Management Survey for the locations of the playing field and the cemetery.  The Clerk noted that trees within the village hall are also be included as Parish Council was responsible for the land.   The Chair added that this had the benefit of ensuring that any preservations were adhered to as part of the survey.
Resolved: 
That the Clerk seek three quotes for Tree Management Surveys for discussion at the 4 


September meeting.

Grounds Maintenance Contract 
The Chair advised that the Clerk had suggested that the Parish Council consider a three year contract for Grounds maintenance on the next round from 2018/19.  The Parish Council agreed that they wished go forward with request of a three year fix contract for Grounds maintenance.  The Clerk agreed to contact three local companies for the purpose of providing a tender for Grounds Maintenance from 2018/19.  Following a query the Clerk advised that most Parish Council's contracts ran from March to October, but there was no reason why the Council couldn't procure different timings and contractors can usually do occasional cuts on top at request when weather in winter could sometimes be mild.
Resolved:
That the Clerk seek three prices for Grounds Maintenance within Southey for a three year 

term at a fixed price to start from end of February until end of October.

NCC Parish Partnership Funding Application 
The Clerk advised that she had circulated the application for consideration for funding jointly with Norfolk County Council Highways from 2018/19, she advised that any bid needed to be submitted by early December 2017 and that the Parish Council would provide fifty percent of the cost with Highways.  She reminded the Parish Council that there had been a query in regard to the installation of a bus stop opposite 33 Feltwell Road.  After discussion the Parish Council agreed that they wished to all consider the application further and bring ideas for any highways schemes to the next meeting.

Neil Burton declared himself as attendance in the meeting and advised that they acknowledged 
that the Parish Council were progressing with a solicitor but they were happy to negotiate and 
discuss direct.  He advised that there was S106 funds available for contribution to a play 
area 
plus 15 years maintenance from works to 9 Upgate Street and 1 Lynn Road behind the Were 
Hen.
