Apologies and Welcome

Cllr Alison Youngs took the Chair in the absence of the Chair.  There were apologies of absence received and accepted from Cllr Neil Richards (illness), Cllr Kay Hipsey (Personal Reasons) and Cllr Roger Whitehead (personal reasons).
151/18
Consider Declarations of Interest on Agenda Items and Dispensation 
Cllr Alison Youngs declared an interest in minute reference 165/18 planning item reference 18/01621/CU Change of use of barns and land to form additional premises for existing use of storage and distribution of salvaged/reclaimed building materials  at  Common Lane  Southery  Downham Market  Norfolk PE38 0PD and it was agreed that she would not take part in discussions or decisions for this item.

Minutes of the Meeting dated 2 September 2018 and Matters Arising
The minutes of the meeting held on 2 September 2018 were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.   Proposed: Cllr Javey Osler, Seconded: Cllr James Green, all in favour
Matters Arising: 

The Clerk advised of the following matters arising:

· The Clerk continued to liaise with the Norfolk County Council Flood Risk Team in relation to Campsey Road.

· Items identified in the September minutes as low risk maintenance in the village would be held for potential village caretaker position.  There were some items that would be resolved by the Community payback scheme.

· Urgent items of concreting plinth on columns to entrance of playing field and removal of cable in the ground had been actioned.

· The Parish Council's chosen contractor had reviewed their quote for cutting trees on the playing field received a few months before and it had increased its quote significantly .  The Clerk advised that she had contacted another contractor and it would be discussed further in November to ensure that the best price possible could be obtained. 

· The Parish Partnership Funding ideas of a new bus stop near the shop and hard standing for high school children had been forwarded to the scheme administrators and though eligable for funding it awaiting confirmation from the Highways Manager on permission to action these schemes first.  It would be on the November agenda for further discussion.

· The Clerk advised that the Community Payback scheme would happen but there was no guarantee when due it the nature of the scheme.  The Clerk would continue to work with them to get this scheme in place as soon as it is possible.  

· The pot hole in Hall Road had been repaired and 30mph paint on Ferry Bank Road removed.

· BT had advised that they were extending their phone box removal for the one on Upgate Street to end of March 2019 and the Clerk would update with them.  They confirmed that the phonebox was on their list for removal.  

· The Parish Council had received a response from the Leader of Norfolk County Council who had advised there had been one accident and none of a serious nature to consider any schemes in the junctions to Southery.  The Parish Council had received information from Wymondham Safety Team that did show one on the junction but many others in the same area.  The Parish Council were concerned that the Norfolk County Council were only prepared to wait for a major accident to occur, since once or twice the air ambulances had attended. The Parish Council felt that signage and faint road lines didn't help the safety of the junctions.  Cllr Martin Storey shared that both A10 was a fast corridor of traffic and at the Denver junction new signage had been put in place which could be considered for Southery.   Cllr Martin Storey advised that Norfolk County Council (unless there was a fatality) won't do anything as money is limited and has to be prioritised.  Cllr Martin Storey shared that he had contacted  Andy Wallace, Highways Manager he agreed  to monitor the access to the junctions but believed it was what was required at this time.    The Clerk agreed to ask Andy Wallace, Highways Manager if a flashing sign could be installed on the junction.  

153/18  Cllr Martin Storey Update

Cllr Martin Storey shared the following update: 

- After 2 or 3 years, the junction of Feltwell Road and the Factory Road had been completed, also removing a hump in the road.  They would be starting work on the long straight of the Feltwell Road soon, and it was hoped would be completed this month.  He added that the work cost around £140k.  
- There was a general public consultation for the closure of childrens centres.   He shared that it was the buildings the Norfolk County Council were consulting on for closure and hopefully the services wouldn't be closed themselves as some groups do meet in other places that are more central to their community and which is closer for parents and children.  
- The consultation of the Police and Crime Commissioner regarding the sharing of services for the police and fire service had closed, the Norfolk County Council had wished to leave it but we will await their final response.
- The Norfolk County Council will be setting their budget soon but it wasn't an easy job with the need to cut back as much as possible, and looks to have the help of the public for these decisions, Councillors were doing their best to take on people's points of view, and any issues on finances of County Council to get in touch with him by email or phone, and they would be taken forward to county hall.  

In response to a query from a Councillor Cllr Martin Storey advised that there may well be a consultation on bridging the gap between hospital care and being cared for at home and there was thoughts about providing more care at home.  Cllr Martin Storey shared that young carers in particular needed to be thought of in such situations where this would be of help to them.  
154/18 Playing Fields
As Cllr Kay Hipsey had asked for this item to be on an agenda and was absent it was agreed to defer until the next meeting.
155/18 Commissioning of Annual Playground Report
It was agreed to commission the annual playground report.

156/18 Commissioning of St Mary's Church Clock Servicing
It was agreed to commission the servicing of the Church Clock for £240 plus VAT.
Proposed: Cllr Crispin, Seconded: Cllr Alison, all in favour
157/18 Christmas Event - Road Closure and Any Other Costs
Cllr Alison Youngs shared by email that SWISH had kindly agreed to provide Santa this year at the turn on of the Christmas lights on the tree on the Were Hen.  The event will be early evening on Saturday 1st December, and it was proposed by Cllr Alison Youngs to apply for a road closure due to concern for road safety at the event which if approved would cost £36.97 to Norfolk County Council, this was seconded by Cllr Christine Feltwell, all were in favour.   
The Clerk also agreed to ask the factory and Shropshires if they could go an alternative route for 2 hours that the event was being held.  The Clerk agreed to ask the Police if they can attend the event.  
Cllr Alison would ask for suggestions and advertising nearer the time.  Cllr Alison Youngs shared that SWISH kindly agreed to provide music.  The Clerk agreed to add to the next agenda.  
159/18 Christmas Tree on the Werehen

The Clerk advised that as a tree was not development there was no planning permission required.  The Parish Council agreed to place the tree where it was the previous year at the northern, the Parish Council all agreed to this position.    A tree had been sourced for the event and purchased by kind donations.   A planted version would also be purchased from kind donations in the village as a permanent addition for years to come.  The act of placing the tree on the Werehen for the Christmas event and the provision of a planted tree on the Werehen was proposed by Cllr Alison Youngs, seconded by Cllr James Green, and all were in favour.  
158/18 Tree Planting with a Plaque on the Were Hen and Poppies on Lamp posts for WW1 Commemoration

The Parish Council agreed to plant a tree with a plaque and a 'tommy' on the Werehen to commemorate for Remembrance Sunday.  A marble stone had been kindly donated by Philip Bowers Funeral Director and would be kindly engraved by Richard King Memorials at no cost to the village.  The stone was white marble and lettering would be a black enamelled inscription.  The Clerk agreed to send thank you letters to these businesses and place in the village voice.   
The Councillors had received draft wording that had been written by a local person in the form of a peom to be engraved onto the stone and Cllr Alison Youngs read it out, there were a couple of minor amends and the final wording was proposed by Cllr Annette Osler, seconded by Cllr Crispin Copsey, all were in favour.  

A 'tommy' had been voluntarily designed in metal work to go with the stone and tree also at no cost to the village.   Cllr Christine Feltwell proposed the commission of the metal 'tommy', Cllr Crispin Copsey seconded it and five were in favour and one abstain as Cllr Alison Young's as it was her husband.  
It was agreed that a native species would be purchased but one that turned red in autumn for the tree, it was noted that the tree would also be purchased by donations from residents.
The Parish Council discussed the poppies idea for lamp posts in the village and ask the memorial was being commissioned it would consider this idea for next year.
160/18 18 Request for Litter Bin Near Shop and Bus Stop - Westgate Street
The Clerk advised she had received a request from a resident about a bin outside the shop.  The Clerk advised that the Parish Council needed to understand if there was a litter problem first and it would need to seek permission from Norfolk County Council on any bin in that location.  The Clerk agreed to contact Norfolk County Council to see if one would be allowed and Councillors agreed to check to see if there was an issue with rubbish in the location to discuss further at the November meeting. 
161/18 Village Caretaker Provision
It was agreed that there were a number of small jobs that needed to be actioned.  The Clerk agreed to advertise the role to gage interest on the website and notice board for 14 days and report back to the Council after this time in order to take forward.  The Parish Council agreed it would need to discuss the basis of the role depending on the interest received.
162/18 Speed Management Sign - Data - August 2018
The September data was received in the meeting and August was previously by email.  There had been a marked increase in speeders on the Lynn Road.  There had been 31 cars registered as speeding by Speedwatch in September.  The speed watch team were now restricted with daylight hours changing.  A volunteer advised that if they are out in the morning people are more cautious during the day, the Police were only obliged to attend a location if there were more than 11 speeding cars captured and generally if the Police come out it is likely to be during the day when it is not an issue.   The Parish Council wished to thank the volunteers for their continued efforts and hope that people could adhere to the speed signs.
163/18 Save Our Hut Project
The Clerk advised that she hadn't been able to start the project due to time constraints.  The Parish Council discussed the need for the hut and who might use the facilities.  It was agreed to look at the budget for the hut and the toilets at their next meeting and consider if it wished to get quotes from contractors or go via the community payback scheme.  Cllr James Green shared that B&Q maybe able to supply materials for the project.  The Clerk agreed to add on the November agenda. 
164/18 Councillor Inspection Report
Cllr Crispin Copsey shared the contents of the inspection report he had carried out and to be kept on file.  There was nothing that hadn't already been noted for action at this point.  The Clerk agreed to chase UK Power Networks regard to the War Memorial and Traps Lane tree cutting, though they had acknowledged they would action the work they were unable to advise when.  They had noted that the Parish Council wished to have the tree above the war memorial cut before Remembrance Sunday if possible. 
Cllr Crispin Copsey left the meeting at this point.
165/18 Planning
To Review:  18/01621/CU Change of use of barns and land to form additional premises for existing use of storage and distribution of salvaged/reclaimed building materials  at  Nicholson Farm Machinery  Common Lane  Southery  Downham Market  Norfolk PE38 0PD.  The Clerk agreed to contact the Planning Office and query in regard to the use of 'Nicolson Farm Machinery' as the name of the business in their correspondence as it didn't match the application or what was on the Borough Council website.  being used on the consultation.    However after discussion the Parish Council were able to ascertain the location of the application and wished to share with Planners their concern about access in the adjacent roadway and the issue of traffic using this road which was inadequate.
